Imperative - Ilpoctaxtikn

When we want to give commands we use a verb in the imperative form. The imperative has a
present and a past perfective (aorist) form. It is mainly used in the 2" person in singular and
plural forms.

For example:

Tpége ypiiyopa. (Write quickly!)— Imperative in present tense in the 2" person singular
Ipagete ypiyopa. (Write quickly!)—2" person plural

Tpéwe v dornon. (Write the activity)—Imperative in past perfective in 2" person singular.
Tpéwyte v doxnon. (Write the activity!)—2" person plural

The imperative can be used in the third person (he/she/they/it) by using the subjunctive form
and the particles “oac” and “va”.

For example

Ag khaiet (Let him cry!)
Sometimes a first person plural (us, we) is formed.

For example

Ac tpé&ovye (Let’s run!)

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Schools in Ancient Greece

To be able to go to school in Ancient Greece and receive a formal education you needed to be
a free boy from a wealthy family. Any boy, who was poor, even if he was free, could not go
to school because his family could not afford to pay the teacher, and besides, his family
needed the boy to work at home. There were no public schools but it was considered that
without learning to read and write a boy could not hope to participate later on in politics. That
Is why if parents could afford it, boys started school when they were about 7 years old.

Greek schools were small. They had only one teacher and about ten or twenty boy students.
They met in a small rented storefront, or sometimes just under a tree outside. There were
wooden benches and a chair for the teacher, but no desks. They learned to read and write and
play a musical instrument, usually the flute or the lyre. They learned the poetry of Homer,
how to debate and how to give a persuasive speech. They studied science and maths. Greek
education also taught that exercise was important. The last few years of a boy’s education
would usually be spent in the gymnasium. In the gymnasium, he worked on perfecting his
appearance and his health. This training also prepared young men for war.

Many boys had an enslaved man — their paidogogus, or boy-leader — who walked with them to
school, waited while they were at school and walked home with them after school. That was
to make sure the boys were safe from assaults and harassment, and that they behaved
themselves at school and on the way there and back.

After turning fourteen years old, boys from wealthy families had the option of attending
secondary school. A secondary school might have been a permanent one, or it could have
consisted of taking lessons from travelling teachers such as the Sophists or other philosophers.
Secondary education included subjects such as natural science (biology and chemistry),
rhetoric (the art of speaking or writing effectively), geometry, astronomy and meteorology.

The purpose of education in most of the city-states, like Athens, was to produce good citizens.
In Sparta, it was to produce good soldiers.
