Telling the time

When telling the time in Greek we place the hour first and then the minutes.
For example:

— Tv opa givay,
(What time is it?)

— Eivon evvéa kat té€tapTo.
(9:15)

15:45 Téooepig mapd tétapto (A quarter to four)
16:15 Téooepic ko tétapto (A quarter past four)

— T opa €xerg Mabnuotikd,
(What time do you have maths?)

— 2116 évteka. (11:00)

Basically we are counting the hours. That is why, in this example, we need to
use the plural form because we have eleven hours and not only one as it would
have been if it was 1 o’ clock.

But if the response was

— X1 pia. (13:00)

We would need to use the singular form because we only have one hour.
